


THE READING CORNER:
Here are some suggestions to help your child become a better reader.

If your child reads slowly, one word at a time, without expression; it is best to work on making high
frequency words (words that appear often in his/her reading) become automatic.

Have your child follow along while listening to books on tape or CD.
Read orally to your child so you can model good phrasing and expression.

Have your child read lower level books to younger brothers, sisters, friends, or cousins. It is easier to
read with expression when the reader is not worrying about decoding words.

Finally, give your child opportunity to read aloud various types of texts, including plays and poetry.
Always make reading an enjoyable experience. ©



THE READING CORNER:
Here are some suggestions to help your child become a better reader.

1.) If your child has difficulty decoding or recognizing single syllable words, then it would be helpful
to teach single syllable rhyming words and words that appear often in their vocabulary and

reading (high-frequency words).

2.) If your child has a lot of trouble decoding or figuring out multi-syllable words, it is advantageous
to teach chunking whereby you break the word down into parts they do recognize and then put
them all together after learning each “chunk”. This is accomplished through recognition of word
parts, prefixes and suffixes, and syllabification.
